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Street by Street Householder Grants, Summer 2018
All residents participating in the 2018 Street by Street project are entitled to a grant of up to £100 towards products and services to help them achieve pledges made to reduce their household’s carbon footprint.   

The following guidelines outline the procedure for submitting your application to claim your grant:

Who can apply:

The grant can be claimed by any householder participating in the 2018 Street by Street project.   

Amount:

A claim of up to £100 for goods and services can be made per household.  It can be spent on a number of different items whose total cost reaches the £100 maximum, or be part payment towards a product or service that exceeds the £100 maximum.

Timing:

The grants programme opens on 23rd July 2018 and all grant applications from participating households must be submitted by 31 March 2019 at the latest.  

What expenditure can be claimed?

We will consider any expenditure which will help you achieve your carbon-cutting pledges.   

Appendix A gives a list of energy-saving products and services with guide prices for some items and which are pre-approved for expenditure of the LCWO householder grants, so long as they relate to a carbon-cutting pledge made by your household.  We will reimburse a maximum total of £100 of their cost on presentation of a receipt/receipts. 

We are also happy to consider any other suggestions for carbon-cutting expenditure – including technical advice and services -, but you’ll need to get approval in advance of making the purchase.

Procedure for application:

· Pre-approved expenditure

Grant claims must be submitted using the Street by Street Grant Form and all applications must be submitted with a receipt for the expenditure. 

Grant submissions will be considered on a monthly basis at the LCWO meeting. 
Paperwork must be submitted to the Street by Street Co-ordinator by the last day of each month: Mim Saxl, c/o Helen Reid, 22 Oatlands Road, OX2 0EU.

We will endeavour to issue all grant payments by the 21st of each month.

· Other requests for carbon-busting expenditure

If you wish to apply for a grant towards any carbon-reducing product or service which is not on the pre-approved list, you must seek prior approval from LCWO.  To submit a request you should send a Street by Street Grants Form to the Street by Street Co-ordinator: Mim Saxl, c/o Helen Reid, 22 Oatlands Road, OX2 0EU or email an electronic version to mim@lcwo.org.uk.
This will be submitted to the next LCWO meeting for consideration.  

All approved suggestions can then be claimed as above.

FAQs

· Do I have to apply for the full grant in one go?

It would be helpful if households can make a single claim for their grant, to help cut down administration of the scheme.  However if you wish to claim only part of your grant now, you can submit a claim for a proportion of the grant now, and claim the rest later, so long as subsequent claims are made before the deadline.

· Will LCWO only make grant payments once an item has been purchased?

Usually we will only reimburse a claim once an item or service has been paid for.  However, in some circumstances we can consider either making a cash advance or for LCWO to pay directly for an item.  Please talk to the Street by Street Co-ordinator for more details.

· Are there any goods or services that are unlikely to be approved?

We will not approve items that do not relate to one of your pledges – although we will be happy to discuss additional pledges you may wish to make after the initial goal-setting session.

We will not approve the purchase of items which don’t directly reduce your carbon footprint, e.g. solar garden lights for a garden with no previous lighting.

· Can I claim for postage and packaging for items ordered on line or by mail order?

Yes.

Appendix A: SUGGESTED ITEMS
The following items can be considered as being “pre-approved” for a claim against your £100 grant – so long as it relates to one of the pledges made by your household following the goal-setting session. A very approximate guide price or range is given for some of the items, and we request that householders endeavour to help LCWO achieve the most with their grant by shopping around to find a good price.  This will also help you get more for your grant!
